Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Ask students what are some of the most popular plants?  How many do they see of the most popular plants?  (These plants will probably be different depending on the area in the state).  Answers will vary.  After the discussion about most popular, ask what kinds of greenhouse crops are seen during all different holidays.  These answers should be similar all over: poinsettia,  Easter Lilly, etc.  Ask students if they know how so many plants of the same kind are grown all over.  Also, how the plants overcome the climate conditions they are not used too.  

Alternative:

Compose a list of holidays such as Easter, Christmas, Mother’s Day, Valentine’s Day, etc and as you call out each holiday have students write down one plant that they associate with that particular holiday.

Ask students to name greenhouse crops.  As students name crops list on board.
