Introduction and Mental Set

OSHA is a governmental organization that establishes rules for safe work practices. All business and industries are required to follow OSHA regulations. It is very important to be familiar with rules and recommendations. The employer should conduct a training or orientation session before the student begins to work. Safety and work rules should be covered in these sessions. Workers should be 18 in order to operate any piece of machinery.

Discussion

Cover the following with students to describe safety on the job.

A.
Preventive safety

· A safety mind set is important before beginning on the job. 

· A good safety program is based on instruction in the safe operation of machinery and equipment and safe practices on the job as well as the maintenance of equipment. 

· Safety is a state of mind that safeguards the worker from potential danger. 

· The worse case scenarios should be thought out and the worker protected from them. 

· Safety awareness as well as acquiring safe and skillful working habits are essential components in all accident prevention programs. 

· The saying that a person is accident prone is not quite true. 

· An accident is an unplanned event caused by unsafe acts. If you had taken a moment and thought, you would have avoided the accident all together. 

· An ounce of prevention is worth more than a pound of first aid training.

What are general safety rules to follow?

A.
Avoid splashing any chemicals or liquids used in the work place on yourself or co-workers.

B.
Clean up any spills immediately.

C.
Keep walk areas, aisles, and work surfaces clear and free.

D.
Be careful when lifting heavy objects. 

E.
Use back supports and lift with the legs instead of the back.

F.
Report all accidents to your employer and your teacher.

G.
Disconnect electricity from machines that you are doing maintenance on before making adjustments.

H.
Use equipment that you are trained on and approved for only.  

I.
Do not use defective or broken equipment.

J.
Keep tools in safe operating order.

K.
Use the right tool for the right job.

L.
Be aware of unsafe acts or conditions for customers.  Help correct these conditions.

Personal Safety Rules
A.
Use the following items if needed on the job.

B.
Face and safety protection; hearing protection; hand, leg, and foot protection; respiratory protection.

C.
Be aware of the safety colors

· Red: fire protection equipment, portable containers that contain flammable liquids with a flash point of 80 degrees or less, emergency stop bars, stop buttons, and emergency electrical stop switches on machinery.

· Yellow: caution areas, physical hazards, waste containers for combustible oily rags, safe walkways of aisles, safety zones.

· Orange: dangerous parts of a machine, parts of a machine that could cause electrical shock, exposed edges that can cut or catch a person=s clothing.

· Green: safety bulletins, location of first-aid kits, stretchers, gas masks, safety showers, and safety lockers.

Fire protection and classification and extinction
Classification
Combustible
Method to Extinguish

Class A
 wood, paper, cloth, plastics, or any other material that is considered combustible
water, or water based fluid or foam

Class B
gasoline, solvents, oil, grease, oil-based paints, paint thinners, cleaning solutions
No liquid, use foam, dry chemical extinguishers or carbon dioxide

Class C
electricity
Never use liquid because of electrical shock, use only dry chemical

Class D
combustible metals and chemicals such as magnesium, titanium, sodium, potassium, etc.
Requires a special extinguisher powder or if small sand can be use,  never use water

Workplace chemicals
Check the MSDS and know your chemicals before handling. Be aware of the possibility of injury before handling chemicals. Know which chemicals to avoid mixing.

Summary
Equipment safety - know how to operate before beginning to operate.

Students should practice safe work habits when working at school. 

These habits will carry over into the work place and home. 

Students should be aware that the actions of people cause a lot of accidents.

Students should be taught to clean up their areas, practice safe tool operation, and be aware of the dangers on the job.
