Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Flowers have an important place in our society and have throughout history.  They are used to celebrate happy occasions and to offer sympathy during sad occasions.  They are given to show appreciation, friendship, and love.  Flowers add beauty to our lives and are offered as gifts throughout the world.  The beauty of flowers brings a universal smile.  Because of the importance of flowers in our society, florists fulfill an important role.  It is the florist that helps us express our feelings through flowers.

Discussion 

1.
What is a florist?  Write a good class-derived definition on the board

2.
What has been your or your family’s experience with a florist?
Allow the students to discuss.
3.
For what occasions have you bought flowers?
Allow the students to discuss and list on the board.
4.
Ask the class to estimate the population of your area (county, city, etc.).  Write the correct answer on board.

5.
Ask class to estimate the number of florists who serve this area.  Write a few estimates on the board.

6.
Give class handout #1 (list of area florists made from yellow page listings) and put up transparency of this list.  Have students count the number of florists and put actual number on the board.                                                                                    

7.
Ask the students:

A.
Is estimate over or under the actual number of florists?  

B.
Are there any florist related businesses in the area that would not have been included in the list? (wholesalers, growers, grocery store chains, etc.)

8.
Have students generate a list of products/services sold by florists (parties, centerpieces, weddings, funerals, corsages, hospital/get well, gifts, potted plants, etc.).

9.
Show projects from previous classes or from texts and magazines.  Discuss the type each design would be and point out that students will be learning to make each of these projects just as florists do.

10.
Handout trade magazines.  Have students find examples of the projects listed on the board.

A.
Are their any topics covered in the magazines other than designs?  (Answer: any business-related topic) 

B.
List some of the topics on the board and explain that in addition to the how to of the design, the student will be learning what business knowledge is necessary for a successful florist shop.

11.
Identify and explain the rules for the floral design CDE.  Encourage student participation and enthusiasm for the event with class/or local events.

Summary
This class serves as an introduction to the floral design industry.  You will gain an understanding of the total business knowledge required for a successful florist and you will gain the skill required for all basic designs done by American florists.  This will be an advantage for you if you wanted a career or a part-time job in a florist shop or simply want to use these skills for personal satisfaction.
