Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Have pictures of different bouquets available for the students to look at.  You can get these pictures from any bride’s magazines or florist.  The most popular types of bouquets for weddings are: arm bouquets, colonial nosegays, and cascading bouquets.

When choosing the bridal and attendant’s bouquets, it depends on many different things, including the following: time of year, dress style, size of girls, and type of wedding.  These types of bouquets can be designed many different ways.  The size and shape can be changed and arranged for each person.
Discussion

1.
When constructing an arm bouquet, the florist makes it in advance of the wedding.  The florist also wants to know size and shape of the bride and attendants.  Using paddle wire, you wrap the flowers and greenery as you go along.  This technique allows the flowers to be kept fresh longer and remain more natural looking.

In order to construct an arm bouquet, refer to the above textbook.
2.
When constructing a nosegay, you will use a piece of floral foam that has been caged and attached to a handle.  

A.
Cut flowers, wire them (some times, depending on type of flower), and stick the flowers into the floral foam.  

B.
The flowers will be stuck in the foam in a circular pattern.  This helps keep the flowers in the floral foam.  

C.
Putting the flowers into the floral foam that is wet helps keep the flowers longer and fresher. 

D.
When constructing a nosegay refer to page 229 in the above textbook.
3.
Cascading bouquets are probably the most popular bouquet with the brides.  
A.
In this style, the bottom of the bouquet extends below the rest of the bouquet, giving the cascading effect.  

B.
The cascade can go from one foot to floor length.  

C.
The cascade is attached to the nosegay holder and the rest of the bouquet is made in the form of a regular nosegay.  

D.
To construct a cascading bouquet, go to page 234 in the above textbook.
4.
Activity
Have enough flowers, nosegay holders for 2 per student, wire, ribbon, greenery, and tape so that each student can make and be judged on their work.  Have a contest and number each nosegay using bud vases as stands.  Let other students judge the work with a ranking sheet, with 1 being the best.  Tell the students to pick from the top 5 of all the bouquets and then rank them.  

After they get through constructing the bouquets, give a small quiz and ask- What is the difference in a cascading nosegay and a traditional nosegay?  And why are arm bouquets so popular today?  The answers to these questions are mentioned above in the lesson.  Grade the students on their ability to follow directions and participation.  Also as part of the evaluation have students fill out the price worksheet so the will know how much each bouquet cost. The price worksheet is attached to the lesson. 

Most orders in a flower shop are taken by telephone and a price is agreed upon by the customer and sales person.  When the order is submitted to be filled, the designer must do the following: 

· Give the customer good value for their money.  Put in all the flowers they paid for.

· Be sure not to put in more flowers than the customer paid for.

· Be sure to use quality flowers.

Example:

If the customer and sales person agrees on a $10.00 sweetheart rose vase and the vase cost $2.00 and the roses cost $2.00 each and enough greens for the arrangement cost $2.00.  If these are retail prices you can easily determine that you can put only three roses in the vase and still make a profit.

For every item put into the arrangement the designer registers the cost, either in their heads or on paper.  Students should determine the cost and selling price for every arrangement they make.  Use the work sheet on Transparency 13.2.1.

Summary
Tell students that it can be helpful knowing what kind of flowers you want for your wedding.  It will also help anyone who decides that they would like to go into the florist industry.  Knowing how to design and arrange flowers can help you get and keep a job in that industry.
