Grades: 9-12

Essential Question: How is a bow constructed?
Unit Understandings, Themes, and Concepts: Students will gain an understanding of when to use a bow and how to make one.
Primary Learning Goals: Students will be able to properly construct a bow.
Students with disabilities: For students with disabilities, the instructor should refer to the individual student's IEP to insure that the accommodations specified in the IEP are being provided within the classroom setting. Instructors should familiarize themselves with the provisions of Behavior Intervention Plans that may be part of a student's IEP. Frequent consultation with a student's special education instructor will be beneficial in providing appropriate differentiation within any given instructional activity or requirement.

Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set
Bows are the finishing touch on a design or foliage plant.  It is just like the perfect jewelry on prom night or the right tie with the tux at a wedding.  It would be okay without it but is complete when added.  (Another example: the right tires or wheels on a new truck or car - white letter vs. black wall.)
Discussion
1.
How do you select the right bow for a product?
A.
Should complement the flower color.

B.
Ribbon should accentuate the flowers, not dominate them.

2. 
Have different types of ribbon for students to select from.

3.
Discuss different widths and types of ribbon.  12 - 40, cotton, satin, velvet. (Handout 17.2.1)

4.
Demonstrate how to make bows with exact directions. (Handout 15.2.2)
5.
Allow students to pick their own color of ribbon.
6.
Allow students to practice making bows while you demonstrate again.
7.
Students should iron out ribbon and repeat procedure.
8.
When students master bow, let them tutor others how to make them.

9.
Let students tell what they learned.  Discuss possible ways of simplifying the process.

Summary
Bows are the crowning touch, but they must be correctly used and properly made.

Evaluation
Grade each student on their bow-tying ability.

Have a contest (with outside judges) for the best bow.

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For ease and efficiency unspool a couple of feet of ribbon from the spool and place the
ribbon spool behind your working hand before making the bow. Grasp the ribbon with the dull
side facing you between the thumb and forefinger of the holding hand. Place several inches
of ribbon, satin side up, over the thumb. The loose ribbon end draped over your thumb is the
loose end. The ribbon end attached to the ribbon spool is the working end. (See Fig. 1).

Form a center loop by pulling the loose end around the thumb and up between the thumb
and forefinger. Notice at this point the center loop has the satin side up, while both loose end
and working end have the dull (matte) side of the ribbon up. (See Fig. 2).

So the ribbon will have satin side up when finished with the bow, twist the ribbon. To do this,
twist the working end just below where it is held by the thumb and forefinger. A good twist will
be sharp and concealed beneath the center loop. The working end now has the satin side up.
To form loop one, with your working hand, grasp the working end several inches from the
center loop with your thumb and forefinger. The farther away you grasp the working end from
the center loop the larger the loop will be. Bring the working end to the center loop and pinch
below the center loop and forefinger. You now have your first loop. (See Fig. 3).

The working end again has the dull (matte) side up. Twist the working end as in step three so
that the satin side is up.

On the other side of the center loop, form loop two in the same manner as loop one in step 4.
Loop two should be the same size loop one. After loop two is formed twist the working end so
that the satin side is up. (See Fig. 4).

Loop three is formed directly below loop one but is a little larger. The same process is
followed as in step 4. Twist. Make loop four on the other side of the center loop below loop
two. Loop four is the same size as loop three.

Remember to twist the working end ribbon after each loop so the shiny side is up.

Loop five is larger and under loops one and three. Loop six should be under loops two and
four and the same size as loop five. (See Fig. 5).

To hold the bow together, run a #26 wire through the center loop. Bring the ends to the back
of the ribbon and twist tightly two or three times. Hint: Bow will not look full unless the wire is
very tight around the pinch in the bow. (See Fig. 6).

The student should present with confidence using techniques like eye contact and voice inflexion to make his or her point. Although content takes precedence over presentation, the experience of successfully presenting in front of a class is part of the basis of this assignment.
	25 pts.

	Mechanics- spelling, grammar, punctuation, font size, double spacing, citation, etc. Essentially, the presentation should meet all guidelines set forth and should be executed in proper written English. For the poster, this includes neatness and appearance.
