1.  How do you label?

a.
On the
draw menu, select label.



OR

b.
On the tool bar, select the symbol of abc in a box.

c. Click left mouse button, release left mouse button, and drag mouse.  A red line with an arrow will appear.

d. Hold down the shift key and the arrow line will be straight.

e. Click left mouse button to end arrow.

f. A text box will appear.

g. Type your name in the box.

h. Click OK

i. To end label, click right mouse button.


2.  Annotation

a.
On the
draw menu, select annotation.



OR

b.
On the tool bar, select the symbol of a notepad (next to the label symbol).

c. Click left mouse button on the screen. 

d. A text box will appear.

e. Type your name in the box.

f. Click OK.

To end annotation, click right mouse button.

A.   Open file angle.prj.

Hint:  
On the file menu, select open project.

Select angle.prj.
Select open.
B.  On the angle project, label angles of lines using label command.
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C.  Using the annotation command, type name and angle drawing.

D. Save project using the same file name.

1) On the file menu, select save as.

2) Select file name – angle.prj.
3) Select save.

4) Text box will appear.

5) Select yes to overwrite existing file.
